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Consequences of Confession 
Matthew 16:13-26 (preached on June 21, 2009)

group members to link their discussion points to the scripture text. Don’t skip over all the questions that invite the group to 
observe and interpret specific verses in the passage.

1. Warm-up. Have you ever promised something or entered a relationship, situation, or role without 

understanding in advance what you were getting yourself into? Looking back, what helped you to understand 
later on the fuller implications or consequences of your decision?

much did you understand the “consequences” of your confession—i.e., how it might change your life? (If you’re 
not a Christian, do you feel like you have a growing grasp of the implications of embracing Jesus and the 
Christian faith?)    
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4. In v. 21, what does Jesus say must happen to him as the “Christ” (i.e., Messiah; see also Isaiah 53:4-6, 10-
12)? Why do you think Jesus rebukes Peter so harshly when Peter protests against Jesus’ prediction (vv. 22-

5. What do you think of the idea that the death of Jesus Christ on the cross (and his subsequent resurrection) 

was the most significant event in human history? Is this hyperbole? How does it compare to other great events 
in history?
